= INTRODUCTION

The Fall 2012 Accelerated Basic Skills Program offered fast-paced instruction in special sections of
basic skills English and Mathematics. The Program’s objectives are:

(1) To enable students to successfully complete two basic-skills courses — in either the English or
the Mathematics discipline — within one semester, thus allowing them to enroll in college-level
English or Mathematics courses in the succeeding semester

(2) To increase the retention (semester-to-semester enroliment) and academic progress of students
who enter Ventura College requiring basic skills instruction in English or Mathematics.
e English Component — Instructors: Xxxxxxxxxx and yyyyyyyyyy

There were two sets of English Accelerated Basic Skills offerings:
XXXXXXXXXX taught ENGL VO3 (CRN 70045) and ENGL V02 (CRN 70449).
yyyyyyyyyy taught ENGL V03 (CRN 70409) and ENGL V02 (CRN 70548).

e Mathematics Component — Instructor: Lisa Anderson

During the first half of the term, students in the Mathematics Component were enrolled in MATH V01
(CRN 71580); in the second half of the term, the students were enrolled in MATH V03 (CRN 72235).

= SUMMARY

e English Component

Success rates in accelerated ENGL V03 classes were above those in all other ENGL V03 sections.
Success rates in accelerated ENGL V02 classes were below those in all other ENGL V02 sections.

e Mathematics Component

Success rates in the accelerated classes exceeded those in all other sections of the same course.
