e Introduction

All students at Ventura College are provided the opportunity to receive no-cost tutoring in a wide
variety of subject areas. To access tutoring services, a student must be enrolled at VC during the term
in which tutoring is requested and he/she must also enroll in IDS N100, a non-credit, no-fee lab class.

The objective of this study is to calculate course success rates for students who have received
tutoring. The study period consists of the fall 2014 and spring 2015 terms. Data were extracted from
SARS-GRID and GradeskFirst (for tutoring) and the Banner System (for grades and demographics).
