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 SUMMARY 

 

This report presents course outcomes data related to students enrolled in spring 2011 supplemental 
instruction (SI) funded by the college’s Title V Institutional Grant and other sources. Supplemental 
instruction was offered in 40 course sections.  Of the 1,258 students enrolled in those sections, 738 
(59%) participated in SI activities.  The Supplemental Instruction Tutorial Specialist is Sharon Oxford. 
 

● Success Rates in SI Courses 
 

The chart and table below present data associated with students in the 40 SI sections. Success rates 
of students who actively participated in SI activities (SI Students) are compared to those of students 
who did not actively participate in SI (Non-SI Students).  Success is a final grade of C or P or higher.
