Since fall 2008, the total number of Ventura College employees has fallen from 732 to 633 (fall 2011); a 
loss of 99 individuals, or 13.5% of the college workforce. Of the four employee groups identified in the table 
below, only Full-Time Faculty have experienced a growth in ranks: from 136 in fall 2008 to 141 in fall 2011. 
During that period, Classified Staff decreased by 10%, Part-Time Faculty ranks were reduced by 20%, and 
the number of Managers and Supervisors went from 29 to 22, a reduction of 24%.
