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 SUMMARY 

 
● Overview of Supplemental Instruction 
 
In fall 2010, VC offered supplemental instruction (SI) in 38 course sections; SI funding was provided 
via the college’s Title V Institutional Grant and other sources. There was a total of 1,388 enrollments 
in the 38 SI sections – these enrollments were made by 1,260 students (see table below).

Of the 1,260 students who were enrolled in one or more SI sections, 632 (50%) participated in SI 
activities in at least one section. 
 
● Demographics of Students in SI Sections 
 
This table presents demographic data on students who were enrolled in one or more SI sections. 
The SI Students consist of the 632 students who participated in SI activities in at least one section. 
Success is defined as a final course grade of C / P or better.  The overall success rate for SI students 
is 17 percentage points higher than it is for the non-SI students (in the sections that offered SI).
