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BACKGROUND 
 
This report presents summary information related to the persistence of fall 2007 students who 
participated in the Ventura College Promise program.  Persistence to the fall 2009 semester for VC 
Promise students is compared to the persistence of non-VC Promise students. 
 
VENTURA COLLEGE PROMISE STUDENTS 
 
The Ventura College Promise, a program sponsored by the Ventura College Foundation, pays the 
first-year VC enrollment fees for students meeting the program’s criteria. Student IDs for fall 2007 
Ventura College Promise students were provided by the Ventura College Foundation. Of the 1,151 
student IDs, 1,061 were matched to fall 2007 VC grades records.  As such, students represented by 
these 1,061 student IDs form the cohort of VC Promise students whose persistence is being tracked. 
 
SUMMARY 
 
In fall 2007, the ages of Ventura College Promise students ranged from 16 years to 24 years – with 
99.5% (1,056) of the students being 17–20 years-of-age.  The table below presents summary data 
related to students in the 17–20 year age group.  Enrollments were extracted from Banner on census 
for each semester.

Persistence rates for VC Promise students are significantly higher than the corresponding rates for 
non-VC Promise students, as are average units per student. Persistence rates reflect the percentages 
of students who maintained continuous enrollments from fall 2007 through the specified semester. 
Detailed enrollments data, and full-time student percentages, are presented in the tables on page 2. 
Persistence rates are graphically depicted in the chart below.
