Individual with
suicidal thoughts is
calm & communicative:

Call SHPS (654-6346) for an initial assessment
by the nurse practitioner or on-duty mental
health counselor

If SHPS is not available and there is concern
for the individual’s safety, call the Mobile
County Crisis Team (652-6727). Remain with
the individual until the team arrives.

If necessary, call campus police for assistance
(642-7000).

Individual expressing
suicide is
agitated & pacing:

Call SHPS (654-6346) for an initial assessment
by the nurse practitioner or on-duty mental
health counselor

If SHPS is not available, call campus police
(642-7000) and/or Ventura Police (911).
(Request a CIT—Crisis Intervention Team Offi-
cer.) The police assessment will likely result in
transport to County Behavioral Health for a
psychological evaluation and possible hold.
