What is Program Review?

Program review is a key element of integrated planning at VC. It provides programs with an opportunity
for reflection and improvement. Programs analyze data on key metrics that are derived from the VC
Educational Master Plan. Then, they identify successes and areas for improvement. They develop
goals/initiatives for how they will improve, and if necessary, request resources that are necessary to
meet those goals/initiatives.

What is not included in Program Review?
The following should not be requested through program review:

1. Day-to-day operational requests (e.g. routine maintenance requests, broken chairs, etc.).

2. Requests for ongoing, recurring expenses (e.g. requesting the same supplies that were
purchased in previous years).

3. Requests that are not directly tied to VC’'s Educational Master Plan Goals.

Day-to-day and/or recurring maintenance and facilities requests should be made through the Facilities,
Maintenance & Operations Department.

Day-to-day and/or recurring requests for supplies should be made through the program’s Division
budget, in consultation with the Division Dean/Manager.

Sociology courses have a success rate of 77%; we continue to exceed the success rate of both the College standard of 66.7% and the
overall success rate of courses of 73.4%. Our faculty strive to support student success by delivering content in various modalities for all
learning styles.

All racial groups except Blacks had a success rate above the college goal. The Black student success rate was 59%; however the
number of Black students was less than 3% of the total student population. Of the two highest races/ethnicities (which comprise 84% of
the Sociology student population), Whites had a success rate of 82.3% and Hispanics 75.5%. This may reflect challenges of first
generation college students. Male and females students had similar success rates of 75.8% and 77.8%, respectively.

Sociology began offering degrees in 2012-13 with 26 degrees awarded. We have have continued to increase the number of degrees
awarded, with a slight downturn in 2015-16 from 2014-15 (72 vs. 77). We see this as an anomaly and expect to remain a leader in
degrees awarded at VC.

Sociology awarded 72 degrees in 2015-16. We are the 4th leading degree awarded.

Females (76%) out number males (24%) in degrees awarded. This is likely due to gender typing in education; Sociology is often viewed
as a 'helping profession' which may discourage males from seeking it as a degree.

Hispanics earn more Sociology degrees than Whites (72% vs. 21%) which is slightly disproportionate to the demographics of the college.
This may be attributed to access to local feeder Universities.
