	Diversity in Culture Festival Update
	The committee voted to change the Diversity in Culture Festival dates from April 4-7 to April 18-21, 2016. Gwen will be organizing the 4CSD and would not have been available on April 7. Robert moved to change the dates from April 4-7 to April 18-21 all committee members were in favor.

The booths will be set up for April 19 and 20 from 11:00 am – 5:00 pm. 

The guest speakers will give presentations on all four days of the festival. 

The booths, entertainment and speakers will be located in MCE and MCW quad and the new Applied Science building. The PAC will have music and dance performances. 

The Performing Arts Calendar will be redone for the spring 2016 performing arts and the Diversity in Culture Festival.

A Save the Date notice will be sent out, so faculty can start building their spring semester lessons to incorporate diversity.

Robert Lawson will contact the following music and dance groups: African Dance/Drumming, Spanish music/dance, and Gamelan dance. 

Chief Sidnam offered to have a historical reenactment of a Highland clan from 1592. This can include Scottish and Irish dancing, arts, crafts, clothing, and demonstrations. The committee needs details of events to determine the cost. 

Gwen will follow up with Michael Ward about having an American Indian event during the festival. 

A 30-foot graffiti wall will be set up for the festival. Need to have a portable sink by the wall.

Other ideas discussed were:

Domestic Violence, Veterans, art booth, My Favorite Read, books for sale table, ceramic demonstration 

Eileen will contact Rick Trevino to have student clubs set up booths during the festival

Need to contact Sue Royer to talk about food trucks and food permits. The committee must also consult with Jeanine Day regarding festival expenditures. 

It was decided that no Dinner Fundraisers will be held during the festival.
