3. Requests that are not directly tied to VC’s Educational Master Plan Goals. 

Day-to-day and/or recurring maintenance and facilities requests should be made through the Facilities, 
Maintenance & Operations Department. 
 
Day-to-day and/or recurring requests for supplies should be made through the program’s Division 
budget, in consultation with the Division Dean/Manager.

	A-Reasons for Trend: The majority of our student population consists of Asian (88 enrollments), Hispanic (912 enrollments), and White (380 enrollments)ethnicities. There is a small gap in success rate is present between Whites (84.2%) and Hispanics (80.0%), while a larger gap is evident between Asians (92%) and Hispanics (80%). English as a second language may account for some of the gap between Whites and Hispanics, but does not correlate between Asians, Whites, or Hispanics for the 2015 - 16 school year.

There is also a gap between male and female students with Males at 81.8% success and females at 86.8% success.

	B-5-Yr Trend Description: Last school year 14 certificates and 5 degrees were awarded. This is an increase from the previous year but collectively the number of certificates and degrees awarded has been 10 - 20.

The automotive department is pursuing the addition of several certificates to improve these numbers. Certificates included are: Chassis and Brake (Undercar) Technician (2 course certificate), Maintenance and Repair Technician (1 year certificate), Performance Technician (1 year certificate), and a Smog certificate for completion of California BAR (Bureau of Automotive Repair) Smog Inspector requirements (2 courses).

Moving forward, we would also like to investigate TTEN specific degrees and certifications.

	B-Description for Gaps between Demo grps: Hispanics had a much higher completion rate at 68% when compared to Whites at 32%. Additionally, males had a 58% and females a 42%. While the numbers have some distance to them, the overall certificates and degrees awarded are too little to assess these accurately. Two factors that are not accounted for in the data are the number of students who leave the program upon receiving a job, or the number of students who may have been from Oxnard College and are awarded certificates / degrees through Oxnard even though their program work may have largely been done at VC.

As a result, some courses were deleted, changed into new course numbers, or added.  In particular, AUTO V11, 12, 33, 33L, 42, 43, 43L, and 47 were added as new classes in the fall of 2015.  These courses began their assessment cycles at that point in time.  The only faculty  member who taught 33 and 33L moved and did not provide the data so these courses will be re-assessed the next time they are offered.

	C-Changes made and Impact: Assessments have been rewritten and new textbooks adopted for multiple courses. Labsheets have been completely rewritten and overhauled to realign with current industry standards. Data needs to be reassessed. 

A PT Instructional Lab Technician was hired which resulted in greater night  course success but has not addressed the need for additional lab support during the day. Additional support is needed to effectively run double student groups in the lab courses during the day. 

Ca. BAR coursework was integrated into V42 and V47 resulting in increased success for the Ca. BAR (Bureau of automotive Repair) Level 1 Inspector Only Certification.

	C-Adhere to SLO Plan?: The automotive curriculum was completely rewritten between 2013 and 2015. All SLO's were rewritten and remapped during that time period resulting in some courses missing their ISLO-3 cycle. These courses are scheduled to assess ISLO-3 this semester. Additionally, one PT Faculty member retired and another moved out of the area, resulting in V48 and V33/V33L missing their Spring 2016 cycle.
	C-How Prog facilitates college Learning Outcomes: The Ventura College Automotive Program primarily contributes to ISLO-3: Critical Thinking through the training and education of automotive technicians. Students in the TTEN program participate in an earn-to-learn competency based instructional program that trains students to examine real world faults and make logical decisions based on system knowledge, using available resources to correctly repair automotive systems. Students develop career portfolios, interview skills, participate in 640+ hours of paid internship experience in a team based environment, and practice the skills being learned in the program at work. All of our students gain critical thinking skills in the lab environment and learn how to analyze and interpret diagnostic data, and test results to determine the root cause of vehicle systems failures.
