Day-to-day and/or recurring requests for supplies should be made through the program’s Division
budget, in consultation with the Division Dean/Manager.

The success rates for math are below the college average which is not uncommon for math at all educational institutions because of the
level of difficulty of the subject.

The success rates for math rose for four consecutive years and after a small decline in 2013 was higher in 2014 than it has been in the
last five years. . We are now at 60%, rising by almost four percentage points from where we were five years ago. We hope to continue
with this great trend.
