Introduction
Through a wide variety of classroom assessment techniques, the faculty of Ventura College measure their effectiveness in the classroom and make any necessary adjustments to improve student success.   In addition to this ongoing process, accreditation standards require community colleges to provide documented evidence that student learning outcomes have been identified for all courses and programs, that the achievement of these outcomes has been assessed and the results analyzed in the context of a thoughtful discussion at the departmental or programmatic level, and that the results of this analysis have been used to modify instructional methodology and to improve the learning environment for students.  

The Accrediting Commission has established a deadline of 2012 for all community colleges in the system to be functioning at the “sustainable continuous quality improvement” level in the implementation of student learning outcomes.  This means Ventura College is required to show written evidence that (1) student learning outcomes and assessment are ongoing, systematic and used for continuous quality improvement, (2) dialogue about student learning is ongoing, pervasive and robust, (3) evaluating and fine-tuning of organizational structures to support student learning is ongoing, (4) student learning improvement is a visible priority in all practices and structures across the college, and (5) learning outcomes are specifically linked to program reviews. 
Completion of this form on an annual basis will serve as Ventura College’s method of maintaining a portion of the documentary evidence we will need for accreditation purposes.  Completed forms for each department should be turned in to the EVP’s office no later than May 14, 2010.
