1. Go to www.venturacollege.edu/apply and 

select Dual Enrollment and then follow the 
steps below for the application process.                             

 
2. Begin by creating an account or sign in if you 

already have one existing. 
  
Note: You might have an existing account without 
knowing. IF you have previously taken a dual 
enrollment course use that username and 
password.

3. If not, continue with this next step and enter 
your full name.  

 
 
 
4. If you have a social security number, select 

Social Security Number put in your social 
security number, and continue  

If you are “undocumented/Dreamer”, check the 
box that states do not have a social security or 
tax payer Identification number. Check the 
FIRST box only and continue.
