Ventura College Academic Senate*
Resolution on Following the VCCCD Participatory Governance Manual

Whereas, our established procedure for the selection of an administrative co-chair for the District participatory governance committees known as the District Council on Student Learning (DCSL) and the District Technical Review Workgroup (DTRW) is explained in detail in the Ventura County Community College District Participatory Governance Handbook; and
Whereas, the Handbook states that “the Chancellor appoints a staff member to serve as his/her representative” on these bodies; and

Whereas, Chancellor James Meznek has appointed a consultant as his representative on these bodies despite what the Handbook states; and

Whereas, on September 13, 2011, the Board of Trustees approved a Personal Services contact to the tune of $45,000—with $15,000 coming from each college budget—for a consultant to serve as the Chancellor’s representative on DCSL and DTRW; and

Whereas, the Executive Vice Presidents (EVP) of each college have been directed to attend each college’s Academic Senate meetings, which, at a minimum, is a combined commitment of approximately 12 hours per month for the three EVPs; and

Whereas, Chancellor Meznek has noted a consultant was necessary to serve as his appointee to DCSL and DTRW to thereby free up the time of the EVPs so that they could focus their time on reaffirmation of accreditation efforts at two out of the three colleges, yet prior to the appointment of a consultant as his representative to DCSL and DTRW, two governance committees that amount to a commitment of only four (4) hours total per month, these two committees were co-chaired by one EVP and still are attended by all three EVPs;
Therefore, be it resolved that the Ventura College Academic Senate formally calls for the Chancellor to follow the established procedure and select a staff member to serve as his appointee to DCSL and DTRW; and

Therefore, be it further resolved, that the Ventura College Academic Senate formally requests the Board of Trustees to terminate Personal Services contract PS000370.
