Ventura College Academic Senate*
Resolution on Dropping Wait Listed Students for Non-Payment of Fees

Whereas, our past practice within the Ventura County Community College District (VCCCD) up until Aug 1, 2011 was to not drop students for non-payment of fees until seven (7) days had passed;
Whereas, new enrollment practices that took effect Aug 1, 2011 stipulate that students who register for classes prior to the first day of the semester who do not pay the same day or make arrangements for a payment plan will be dropped from said classes;
Whereas, for the past few years we as a District now automatically move students from a wait list and into a class;
Whereas, beginning in the Spring 2012 semester students who are moved from a wait list semester will only be given until the 10 p.m. of the day after they are automatically moved from the wait list and into the class to pay or make arrangements for a payment plan will be dropped from said classes;
Whereas, especially during the summer when students register for fall semester classes sometimes as early as April for a class that starts in August if the above-mentioned up to 48 hour window to pay or set up a payment plan for the class for which students are moved from a wait list and into a class would mean that students would have to check their campus e-mail every day for up to five months just to ensure that they are not dropped for non-payment just for the simple reason of their being moved from a wait list and into a class and this may pose a hardship for students who do not have regular access to a computer or who go on vacation anytime during the summer ;
Whereas, whenever a policy, procedure, practice or standard that impacts or impedes student preparation or success is implemented, the District’s Academic Senates should be collegially consulted and this was not the case with the changes detailed above;
Therefore, be it resolved that the Ventura College Academic Senate formally calls for the Board of Trustees to direct District staff to extend the period in which students have time to pay or set up payment plans for the classes when they are moved from the wait list and into the class to a period not to be less than 72 hours for Spring and Summer sessions and one (1) work week for Fall session.
