Common Course Numbering AB1111 — going to wipe out
some discipline prefixes like AES that are not state-wide.
Will also include common articulation.

Concern about graduation rates decreasing without more
sections of ETHS since it is a graduation requirement.
Area F Committee should take the lead in making the
plans and processes.

The Nursing Department is instituting a seven-year
recency prerequisite for the core sciences (anatomy,
physiology, & microbiology) to apply to the Nursing
program beginning August 2023.
